COURSE DESCRIPTION: The cadets will begin with the Four Lenses, 4-Temperment Discovery then will focus on the Leadership Education Text.  Leadership instruction will normally be conducted using informal lecture, guided discussion format, and CPS.  Drill and Ceremonies and flag details will also be an integral part of the curriculum with instruction being provided as schedule permits, usually on a Wednesday.  Cadets will focus on the cadet guide and uniforms will be issued.

* Cadet uniforms will be worn and inspected on Mondays or Tuesdays of each week A/B day schedule, whichever day you are in class. (One day a week) An open ranks inspection will be performed each uniform day for a test grade.  It normally takes several months to issue uniforms.  If you do not have a uniform, your Community service shirt will be counted as a uniform grade.
* Physical training (PFP) Presidential Fitness Program will also be an integral part of JROTC and will be performed on Thursday and Friday of each week depending on what day you are in class A/B day schedule. (Always be prepared and bring your PT gear) Whether you participate or not you must dress out for a grade that day.   We will also be discussing wellness throughout the course of instruction and will ask that you focus on starting a physical fitness routine on your own with at least 30–60 minutes of aerobic exercise 3-5 times a week. We will also have a run club after school on Tuesday and Thursday to help those who want to keep in shape and all are invited to attend. This will start up after the first few weeks of school and will be run by our JROTC Athletics department.

*Drill and Ceremonies lessons and labs will be covered throughout the year through D&C practice and community service functions

LEADERSHIP GRADING PROCEDURES: Each Quarter cadets may earn the following leadership points:

1. Student LE-III book assignments will be graded.  (Homework /Quizzes counts 25% of your 9 week grade)

2. Test count 50%, includes uniform grades

3. PT counts 25% and includes dressing out in proper PT attire. (See Cadet Guide)

4. The Leadership III Semester Final Exam will cover everything that you have learned up to that point to include: Cadet Guide as well as Drill and Ceremonies.

MAKEUP ASSIGNMENTS: Cadets returning from an absence are responsible for any missed assignments not later than the next assigned leadership workday. Missed uniform wear will be made up the next time you come to class and inspected by the SASI, ASI or Cadet Leader for a grade.  Uniforms are an Integral part of JROTC.  A cadet who fails to dress out for class, PT or participate will not pass JROTC.  If you feel you cannot meet the minimum requirements established by JROTC, please see your guidance counselor for an immediate change of schedule.
CURRICULUM-IN-ACTION (CIA TRIPS): Cadets are provided opportunities to leave school on field trips. These trips may include visits to museums, Air Force installations, colleges and other destinations of interest. To be eligible to attend these CIA trips you must maintain an A/B in ROTC and have an overall 2.0 GPA.
