COURSE DESCRIPTION: The course will start off with a review of the Cadet Guide and a review of Drill & Ceremonies.  Drill and Health and Wellness will also be an integral part of the curriculum. The cadets will study:  Unit 1: The Elements of Surviving. Chapter 1-1: Survival Preparedness. Chapter 1- 2: Conditions Affecting Survival. Chapter 1- 3: The Survivor’s Needs. Chapter 1- 4:  Psychological  Aspects of Survival. Chapter 1- 5: The Will to Survive. Unit 2: Personal Protection. Chapter 2- 1: Basic Survival Medicine. Chapter 2- 2: Plants for Medicine. Chapter 2-3: Proper Body Temperature. Chapter 2-4: Clothing.  Chapter 2-5: Shelter. Unit 3: Necessities to Maintain Life. Chapter 3-1: Firecraft. Chapter 3-2: Equipment. Chapter 3-3: Food. Chapter 3-4:  Survival Use of Plants. Chapter 3-5: Water. Unit 4: Orientation and Traveling: Chapter 4-1: Land Navigation. Chapter 4-2: Navigation Using the Sun and the Stars. Chapter 4-3: Land Travel. Chapter 4-4: Signaling Techniques. Chapter 4-5: Recovery Principles.
UNIT OBJECTIVES:
Unit 1: The Elements of Surviving:
1. Know how to survive in situations where your safety and life depends on your decisions.
2. Know the three basic conditions affecting survival.

3. Know the two fundamental goals of a survivor are maintaining life and returning..

4. Know that coping with the psychological aspects of survival is a key ingredient in any survival situation.

5. Know the importance of having the will to survive in hopeless situations..
Unit 2:  Personal Protection:
1. Know basic survival medicine procedures, treatments, and prevention measures when faced with medical encounters.
2. Know how to use plants for medicine.

3. Know the proper body temperature.

4. Know that the clothing is an important asset to survivors.

Know how the environment influences shelter sites and factors to consider before constructing the shelter.

Unit 3:  Necessities to Maintain Life:

1. Know how to build, design, and light a fire when in a survival situation.
2. Know how to care and use issued equipment, and improve when the needed equipment is not available.

3.  Know that a survivor must meet his body needs through the intake of food.

4. Know the types of plants you can eat in a survival situation.

5. Know how to locate, procure, purify, and store water.
Unit 4: Orientation and Traveling:

1. Know how to use a map and compass.
2. Know how to use the Sun and the stars to determine direction.

3. Know if land travel is or is not a necessity in a survival situation.

4. Know how survivors can assist in their own recovery with signaling techniques.

5. Know recovery principles.

*Workbook and Checkpoint assignments are considered homework and are due as directed by the SASI. 

* Cadet uniforms will be worn and inspected on Mondays and Tuesdays of each week - A/B day schedule, whichever day you are in class (One day a week) An open ranks inspection will be performed each uniform day for a test grade.
* Health and Wellness) is an integral part of JROTC and will be performed on Thursday and Fridays of each week depending on what day you are in class A/B day schedule. (Always be prepared and bring your PT gear) If you are absent you can make –up the grade on Health and Wellness after school days Tuesday and Thursday.
*Drill and Ceremonies lessons and labs will be covered throughout the year through D&C practice and community service functions
